Results and Discussion: 
Show the results and discussion. Spacing before and after paragraphs should be set to 0 pt (i.e. no spacing). Indentation of the new paragraph should be set by a Tab (no autoindent and autonumber). Figures and tables may be included, which should be numbered and referred to from the text. The figure/table should be centered and the layout must be set to "in line with text" and not "square" or "tight" to ensure that the final printout will look the same as what you submitted. Free-floating, as well as pictures obtained by grouping several objects and/or texts together are not acceptable. A table should be used to arrange the positions of multiple figures. A figure caption is required, and should be placed directly below the figure in the form Figure 1. xxx and center justified.

A new paragraph should start with a tab (use default tab stop of 1.27 cm or 1"). Do not insert a blank line between paragraphs in the same section. All references must be referred to from the text by a superscripted number.1
